San José City Tour (Half day)
•	 We will visit the National Theater, also known as “The jewel 	
	 of San José”, the Museum of Gold (an archaeological 
	 interest site), then the Central Market, place full of the Costa 	
	 Rican cultural heritage and traditions, where you will be able to 	
	 browse and buy some local art crafts. 
•	 Metropolitan Cathedral, Old Train Station and National Liquor 	
	 Factory and the National Supreme Election Bureau, the 		
   Asamblea Legislativa (equivalent to The Congress), The 
	 Metallic Building, some parks and various sites of interest. 
•	 We will visit an Art Gallery, where you will be able to get some 	
	 souvenirs to take back home.

Irazú Volcano, Orosí Valley and Lankester Gardens
• 	Panamerican Highway to the spectacular Iztaru Volcano
• 	City of Cartago, Virgin of the Angels Basilica 
• 	Lankester Gardens with several species of orchids and bromeliads 
• 	Valley of Orosi, an area that overflows with unparalleled 		
   beauty. We will be able to visit one of the few remaining 		
	 colonial churches and we will stop to enjoy

•	 Following lunch and on route to San Jose, a visit to the famous 	
	 Rainforest Aerial Tram is included, for a ride on a gondola 
	 through the tree canopy in company of a naturalist guide that 	
	 will talk to you about the wonderful rainforest. 
•	 Zip lining is available instead of the gondola ride if you prefer 	
	 more excitement.

Pacuare River Rafting Class IV
• 	The Pacuare River is one of the best choices for your adventure 	
	 treks in Costa Rica.
• 	The 18 mile one day run includes a total of 52 rapids. 
• 	Upon arrival to the river we will gear you up with a life jacket, 	
	 helmet and paddle and then brief you with a full safety 
	 orientation talk. 	
• 	We finish in Siquirres, at our own private Exploration Center 	
	 where you can take a shower, change and enjoy the gardens.
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
